Blessed Francis Faa di Bruno (1825-1888) 

Feast Day: March 27 

Francis, the youngest of twelve children 

earned a doctorate in mathematics and 

astronomy at the Sorbonne where he joined 

the Society and became an active member. 

As a professor at the University of Turin, 

Francis focused on charitable works and 

showed special concern for the well-being and 

safety of women and young girls. In 1868, he 

founded the Sisters of Our Lady of Suffrage 

and the Society of Saint Zita to help in this 

ministry. 

He was ordained in 1976 at the age of fifty-one. 

Pope John Paul II beatified Francis in 

1988 calling him “a giant of faith and charity.”
